Crossing / Proximity Agreement
The Lethbridge North County Potable Water Co-op (hereinafter called the Grantor) approves the applicant (hereinafter called the Grantee) request to cross our potable water pipeline, subject to the following:
1 It will be necessary to contact the Grantor’s field representative:  Lethbridge County 
(403-328-5525) and Matt Odland (403) 380-6918 at least 72 hours prior to commencement of any work affecting the surface of the Grantor’s right-of-way or rights-of-way.  All such work shall be carried out under the supervision of and to the satisfaction of the Grantor’s representative.  The Grantee shall pay to the Grantor all the Grantor’s costs and expenses incurred in conducting such inspection outside of normal business hours.  The normal business hours of the Grantor are Monday to Friday (excluding Statutory Holidays) from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  Locates are to be obtained through Alberta One Call 1-800-242-3447.
2 Grantee shall carry out all work in crossing area in a proper and diligent manner and in accordance with good engineering and construction practices.
3  The Grantee shall make available to the construction group involved in the project a signed copy of this agreement, which shall remain on site for the duration of the crossing activity.
4 The approved crossing activity shall be carried out within (1) year of the date of issuance of this crossing agreement.  Failing this, the Grantee shall re-apply for crossing approval, as the original agreement will have become null and void.  Please advise the Grantor if the proposed crossing is canceled.
5 Grantee shall be liable to the Grantor for all loss, damages, and expenses which Grantor may suffer, sustain, pay, or incur by reason of any matter or thing arising out of or attribute to any act or omission of Grantee, its servants, agents, contractors, or employees in respect of the Grantee’s use of the Crossing Area or by reason of this Agreement.
6 Grantor shall be liable to Grantee for all loss, damages, and expenses which Grantee may suffer, sustain, pay, or incur by reason of any matter or thing arising out of or attributable to any act or omission by Grantor, its servants, agents, contractors, or employees in respect of Grantor’s use of the Crossing Area or by reason of this agreement.
7 Grantee shall indemnify and save harmless the Grantor against all actions, proceedings, claims, demands, and costs which may be brought against or suffered by Grantor or which it may sustain, pay, or incur, by reason of any matter or thing arising out of or attributable to any act or omission of Grantee’s use of the Crossing Area or by reason of this Agreement.
8 Grantor shall indemnify and save harmless the Grantee against all actions, proceedings, claims, demands, and costs which may be brought against or suffered by Grantee or which it may sustain, pay, or incur, by reason of any matter or thing arising out of or attributable to any act or omission of Grantor’s use of the Crossing Area or by reason of this Agreement.
9 The Grantor shall have the right to assign, transfer or convey to any other person, firm, corporation, or entity whatsoever, all the Grantor’s powers, benefits, privileges, rights, titles, and interest arising pursuant to, or conferred by, the Agreement, without consent from, or notice to the Grantee.  Upon any such assignment, transfer or conveyance by the Grantor, the Grantee agrees and acknowledges that the Grantor shall be released in full of all its liabilities and obligations arising pursuant to this Agreement.  The Grantor may enter into all agreements, contracts and writings and do all necessary acts and things necessary to give effect to the provisions of this section.  
NAME OF COMPANY
1 It will be necessary to contact to contact the Grantor’s Field Representative at least 72 hours prior to commencement of any work affecting the surface of the Grantor’s right(s)-of-way.  All such work shall be monitored by Grantor’s representative for safe work practices around the water pipeline.  The Grantee shall pay to the Grantor all the Grantor’s costs and expenses incurred in conducting such inspection outside of normal business hours.  The normal business hours of the Grantor are Monday to Friday (excluding Statutory Holidays) from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  Locates are to be obtained through Alberta One Call 1-800-242-3447.
2 The Grantee shall hydro vac or hand expose the Grantor’s pipeline(s) under the supervision of the Grantor’s representative to determine the exact location of and depth of the pipeline(s) before construction begins on the Grantor’s right(s)-of-way in accordance with the attached Preferred Exposure Standard. (Last page)
3 The Grantor shall have the right to assign, transfer or convey to any other person, firm, corporation, or entity whatsoever, all the Grantor’s powers, benefits, privileges, rights, titles, and interest arising pursuant to, or conferred by, the Agreement, without consent from, or notice to the Grantee.  Upon any such assignment, transfer or conveyance by the Grantor, the Grantee agrees and acknowledges that the Grantor shall be released in full of its liabilities and obligations arising pursuant to this Agreement.  The Grantor may enter into all agreements, contracts and writings and do all necessary acts and things necessary to give effect to the provisions of this section.
4 The Grantor’s representative must be present to inspect the pipe and coating prior to back filling.
5 The facility(ies) of the Grantee shall cross under the Grantor’s pipeline(s) with a minimum clearance of 0.3 meters or 1 foot and remain at that elevation for the entire width of the right(s)-of-way.
6 At the discretion of the Grantor’s representative, shoring or other approved support of the exposed pipeline(s) may be necessary to prevent movement of the pipeline(s) during construction.
7 If the crossing is to be by coring, punching, or auguring then the Grantee must hand expose the Grantor’s facility where the Grantee’s facility will cross the Grantor’s facility.  The entire circumference of the Grantor’s facility must be hand exposed with an additional 0.3m under the Grantor’s facility excavated. (See Preferred Exposure Standard) (Last page)
8 During the coring, punching, or auguring process the Grantee must be able to verify the location of the coring, punching, or auguring head always.
9 The Grantee shall assume full responsibility for any additional costs of installing test points and cables which are required.
10 The back fill under the pipe must be compacted to Proctor Density of 95% or to be the same density of the surrounding soil.  At the discretion of the Grantor’s representative, special backfill material may be required to obtain desired level of compaction.
11 “As constructed” details must be forwarded to the Grantor when requested.
12 The right-of-way or easement is to be restored to original or better condition upon completion of the work.  This includes the replacement of signs.
13 The Grantee will place and maintain a marker sign in the vicinity of the crossing.
14 The Grantee will be responsible for any cost resulting from a depth conflict between their pipeline and the Grantor’s pipeline.
TEMPORARY WORKSPACE CONDITIONS
1 The Grantee shall hand expose the Grantor’s pipeline(s) under the supervision of the Grantor’s representative to determine the exact location of and depth of the pipeline(s) before construction begins on the Grantor’s right(s)-of-way.
2 The Grantee may be required to erect temporary fencing before or during construction to prevent construction equipment from traveling over top of the pipeline(s) and for removing the fence once construction is completed.
3 The Grantee shall obtain from the landowner and/or tenant all necessary approvals for the use of the Grantor’s right-of-way for working space.
4 All ditches, pipeline right-of-way and easements are to be restored to original condition or better upon completion of the work.  This includes the replacement of signs.
5 The profile of the right-of-way will not be altered.
6 Material will only be stored on the one side of the right-of-way and will not be stored within 2.0 meters of the pipeline.  The Grantor’s representative, at his discretion, has the right to not allow the storage of certain materials on the right-of-way.

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Crossing Agreement Policy
1. Crossing agreements will be required by all companies or landowners working below surface within 5 meters on either side of our LNCPWC pipeline
2. For work within this 10-meter-wide zone we will be introducing a preferred exposure standard that will make the crossing and or near crossing work less costly for everyone concerned
3. A separation of 1 foot or 30 cm must be maintained between our water pipe (generally 6–8-foot depth) and your pipe or line
4. All agreements must be requested via our operations manager and must include a map or overview of your project including work at 0-4 feet. (See below)

Preferred Exposure Standard (within the 10-meter zone)
Exposure requirements are going to be based solely on the depth of the work required. If your work either parallel to, near to or over top of our water line, is no deeper than 4.5 feet hydro vac
exposure will no longer be required. Work depths of 0 – 4 feet do not require a trench. If deeper than 4 ft, we will require however, that an open trench to that depth is dug for your work and that the open trench work must seen by our operator. You must call ahead as per the new crossing agreement. Plowing or drilling without the above exposure will not be permitted unless approved by LNCPWC operations.
Exposure requirements where your work is below 4.5 feet will require hydro vac exposure. This can be done in 2 ways. Your company can hydro vac to your work depth plus 1 foot for 2.5 meters on both side of our locate flags or you may dig down to the 4-foot depth and hydro vac the remaining distance to your work depth plus 1 foot. We will require that the open trench work / hydro vac must seen by our operator. You must call ahead as per the new agreement. Plowing or drilling without the above exposure will not be permitted unless approved by LNCPWC operations.
In implementing this policy, the LNCPWC will stipulate that our lines will be deeper than 4.5 feet and that should a water line be impacted at that depth the LNCPWC will repair that pipe at our expense.
